Summary Description of 2021 Research Grant

Amount of Grant
Up to 500,000 yen will be awarded for each grant.

Prerequisites to Application

Applicants must be instructors at either an elementary, junior high, senior high school and so on, or

coordinators for international relations working at local governments of/in Shizuoka Prefecture and

meet the following requirements:

(1) Must be motivated individuals who strive to help children achieve their dreams or to encourage local
residents to understand international society and multiculturalism.

(2) Must have a deep commitment to understanding the people and culture of Shizuoka Prefecture and
Japan as a whole, and seek to share this knowledge with others.

Activities Subject to Grant

Activities must fall into either of the following two categories:

(1) Education or research activities for the purpose of understanding the people, economics, society,
and/or culture of Japan with a special focus on Shizuoka Prefecture.

(2) Cultural activities, sports, language education, social service, or other voluntary (not for pay) activities
for the purpose of interacting with children and other age groups in the region.

Period of Grant
(1) A grant will support an activity for a period of up to 12 months and by period of stay in Japan.

(If an activity is already in progress, the grant will be applicable to the period starting March, 2022. )
(2) The activity must be initiated within six months of notification of the grant.

Application Procedure

The following materials should be submitted to the Institute by mail:

(1) One (1) original copy of the application form

(2) A letter of recommendation from your principal or supervisor, at the school or the government where
you work

(3) One color photo (attached to the application form)

(4) A photocopy of your passport

Expected Number of Grants : 2-3 /year

Deadline : The application must be postmarked no later than November 30, 2021.
We regret that application materials cannot be returned to applicants.

Selection of Candidates

(1) The final selection will be made by the president of the Institute after an initial screening by the special
selection committee.

(2) Applicants will receive a letter of notification from the Institute by the end of December, 2021.

Method of Payment of Grant
As a rule, the payment is made in one lump sum.

Reporting Requirement

A recipient is required to submit to the Institute the following reports no later than the deadline stipulated
for each report.

(1) A notice of "commencement of activity"

(2) A report itemizing the use of grant funds

(3) An activity (research) report
